Mr. Peter Weishar

Mr. Peter Weishar, Dean of the School of Film and Digital Media at the Savannah College of Art and Design, will
speak on his new book “CGI: The Art of the 3D Computer Generated Image”. His lecture will cover a broad range of
computer-generated art, from major commercial efforts such as “Lord of the Rings” and “Shrek” to scientific
visualizations and independent fine art. Mr. Weishar will explain how the computer has revolutionized the process of
image making, enabling artists to incorporate unprecedented detail and realism.

Mr. Weishar has been a professional artist, art director, and animator for almost twenty years. His work has
appeared in the pages of Newsweek, US News and World Report, Disney’s EPCOT, the Siggraph Electric Theater in
1998 and 2000, and The Museum of Native American Culture. For the past ten years he was professor at New York
University, Tisch School of the Arts. At NYU Professor Weishar taught computer animation and design in the
graduate interactive program and later animation at the Undergraduate School of Film and Television where he
served a Director of their New Media Program as well as the Director of Computer Animation. Professor Weishar is
the author and on-screen talent for the Strata 3D Pro Video Series. He authored several books on computer art and
animation. Two being; ‘Digital Space: Designing Virtual Environments’ (McGraw-Hill, 1998), ‘Blue Sky: The Art of
Computer Animation’ (Harry N. Abrams, 2001).

Sidney Daniell

Sidney Daniell was born and raised in Atlanta, Georgia and has a degree in architecture from Georgia Tech. His
architectural career was in Atlanta until his retirement in 1998. Sidney and his wife moved to The Landings in 2000.

Sidney’s painting experience began with his move to The Landings. He has attended workshops given by artists
Rebecca Willis, Pat Lusk, Wayne Chambers and Charles Reid. This past fall he attended a workshop by Carlton
Plummer in Maine. At the 2004 Art Show, Sidney was awarded an honorable mention in the Judge’s class.

The fluidity and transparency of watercolor appeals to Sidney and he is aspiring to develop an impressionistic style.
