Poster Contest Update:
- Thewinner will receive $150.00 and each runner-up (3) will receive $50.00.

The winning entries are a donation to and become the property of the LAA.
The winning image will be used for the poster to publicize the show.
All four images will be used for notecards to be sold at the Art Show and
possibly by other merchants.
All four images will be framed by local framers and offered.
The judges for the Poster Contest will be Sandra Reed, Dean and Professor at
SCAD, David Kaminski of Savannah Color Separation and Dean Ayers,
Graphic Production Specialist.

LAA Spring Art Show 2004 dates:
The Show will again be held at the Merrill Lynch Building, Skidaway Island.
The Show will be open to the public from April 1 through April 16.
The Show will be open from 9:00 am. to 5 p.m. weekdays, 10:00 am. to 4:00
p.m. Saturdays and noon to 4:00 p.m. Sundays.

Gala:

The Gala will be on Wednesday, March 31% from 5:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. Admission
tickets will be $10.00 per person and will be sold at Smith's or at Hallmark’s. The Gala
will feature wine and appetizers, a Silent Auction and the voting for “People’s Choice”.

Entries:

All LAA member artists are invited to display. If you have not entered before, make
this the year that you participate. You will find that the Show is a lot more fun when
you are a participant. Each member artist will be allowed one entry, and it must not be
larger than 45” wide. Thereis a $5.00 entry fee. Artwork is to be brought to the Merrill
Lynch Building on Friday, March 26", between 4:00 p.m. and 7:00 p.m. If you plan to
have someone else drop off your artwork, you must complete a “ Check-in Form” with
the Artist’s Waiver and Release, and send this with your artwork. Call Jean Shomaker
at 598-7103 to pick up a form. All artwork must be picked up on Saturday, April 17"
between 9:00 am. and 11:00 am. If you sell any work during the show (and we hope
lots of you do!), the work must remain in the Show until April 17" . The LAA does not
charge a commission on any work that is sold.

Judging:

All artwork will be entered in an “Open” category. The Judge will choose a select
number of works to be placed in a “Judge’s Class’ In the Judge’'s Opinion, these will
be the best entries and within the “Judge’s Class’ the awards of Best of Show, 1st, 2nd,
and 3rd will be awarded. The “Open” category will be awarded 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th, and
Honorable Mentions as determined by the Judge.

NEW THIS YEAR FOR ARTIST OF
THE MONTH AT PLANTATION CLUB !
If you have an interest in being selected to
be the Artist of the Month in future months,
you will now need to provide the Committee
Chairperson (Yolanda Pope) photographs of
three of the best pieces that you would
include in your display. Also, we will need
you to provide a short biographical sketch of
your background, with special emphasis on
your art experience and training and a recent
photograph of yourself (if you don’t mind) to
be used in our advertising materials. The
LAA Board and Committee Chairperson
together select months in advance an LAA
member to display their work as Artist of the
Month on one side of the hallway at The
Plantation Club each month (except for
certain special shows or group show
months). Also, in order to be considered to
display you must have been a member in
good standing for a minimum of one full
calendar year and will not be able to be
selected again for at least 24 months. You
must provide at least 12 art pieces to display
or more, so as to fill the available space. The
work is placed during the morning of the first
Wednesday of each month and all pieces
must remain hanging for the duration of the
show — none of the items on display can be
removed during the show due to sale or any
other reason.

All work should be removed the evening of
the first Tuesday of the following month. We
encourage the Artist of the Month to prepare
and display a framed 8 % x 11 sheet of
paper containing their short biographical
sketch that includes a recent personal photo
and contact information. Also, no “saw-tooth”
hangers can be used and all wiring must be
able to hang from the hooks available. If you
are not familiar with the size and shape of
these hooks, please take a few minutes to
go by the club and look. Our volunteers
should not be asked to rewire your frames.
