Sally has evolved from landscape and florals in transparent watercolor to totally non-representational paintings in 
acrylic and watercolor. 
 
Sally majored in Art History at Middlebury (Vermont) College but did not start to paint until 1981 when she took an 
adult watercolor class at Munson Williams Proctor Institute (Utica, NY), where she been a docent for 30 years.  She 
has continued to study with many fine artists including Frank Webb, Edward Christiana (her first teacher), Louise 
Cadillac and Carol Barnes. 
 
Sally has won many awards in various shows, including the Central Adirondack Show in Old Forge, NY, the Utica Art 
Association.  She has also been accepted in some national shows.  Her paintings may be seen at The Gallery 
(Beaufort, SC) and at the Beadstro on Broughton Street, Savannah. 
 
Sally states, “Because my art is so abstract and not understood by many people, I invite anyone who is interested to 
learning more about it to a ‘walk-through’ at the Plantation Club on Thursday March 10 at 4:30 pm.

WEEKLY FIGURE DRAWING STUDIO:

ADULT CLASSES: 
Adult classes are held at The Art School on Monday evenings from 7:00 pm -9:00 pm and Tuesday mornings from 
10:00 – 12:00.  The Monday evening class focuses on drawing, including people and perspective.  We use charcoal, 
pencil and color media.  The cost is $70 per month which includes supplies.  In the Tuesday morning studio, students 
choose what they wish to work on, including drawing and painting. The cost is $70 per month which includes supplies 
other than oil paints and canvases, 
 
THE ART OF MUSIC: The Landings Art Association has an interesting project:   
The Grestch Company located in Pooler is a manufacturer of high quality musical instruments including violins and 
guitars.  Some of these wood instruments do not meet the playing standards they have set, but are beautiful pieces of 
art in themselves.  To benefit groups, The Gretsch Company proudly sponsors an art instrument donation program 
that provides these instruments for organizations to paint and then sell at fundraising events.   
 
Each year, Gretsch contributes to over 40 organizations through this fundraising effort.  The Landings Art Association 
has been selected to receive a violin complete with bow and case.  We would like to offer the opportunity to our 
members to decorate this instrument by submitting a drawing or painting of their creative idea for this project.  A jury 
of 7 – 9 people will make the final selection of the winning design in early March.  The violin and the design will be 
exhibited at the Spring Art Show.  The artist will have until the first of September to complete the task. 
 
The LAA, not a fundraising organization, has selected The Ossabaw Island Foundation to be the recipient of the 
decorated violin for their annual Pig Roast and Art Auction held on Ossabaw Island in late October.  The Ossabaw 
Foundation enjoys an excellent record of outstanding media coverage for their event.

Our volunteers should not be asked to rewire 
your frames.  PLEASE DO NOT REMOVE ANY ITEMS FROM THE WALL DUE TO SALE OR ANY OTHER
