Note: Information about your work MUST include your name, title of work, media and price (if for sale) or NFS (not for
sale). Remember that ONE work may be submitted and only if room permits may an additional piece be hung. Size should be
limited to 30” per side; larger pieces will be hung at the discretion of the display committee. Also, no “saw-tooth” hangers can be
used and all wiring must be able to hang from the hooks available. If you are not familiar with the size and shape of these hooks,
please take a few minutes to go by the club and look. Our volunteers should not be asked to rewire your frames.
