NOVEMBER’S SPEAKER
Jan Worthy Phillips

For nearly 20 years Jan has been honing her skills for creating Santas and Father Christmas figures. She calls them
“Worthy Claus’s”. Her unique creations have joined the collections of Savannah residents including several at The
Landings.

Jan’s techniques have come a long way from her original use of soft stocking sculpture and Styrofoam cones. Now
the faces, hands, arms and legs are sculpted in polymer clay. Attention to detail is reflected in each small face’s
unigue personality.

Clothing, shoes, and accessories are sewn by hand. Beards and hair are created of natural fibers and fur reclaimed
from coats and mink collars found in garage and rummage sales. Such a time consuming process limits production
to just a few annually.

Jan was educated at Stetson University where she studied doll artistry with Jack Jackson, renowned Doll artist. Her
plan to accept his invitation to join his Master Doll class was interrupted by events of 9-11. She considers herself a
child at heart, and her love for Santa and Christmas has never dulled. “In everyone’s heart there is still a Santa
Claus.”

ATLANTA: The 117 people who went with us to Atlanta last year voted that they would prefer a trip to Atlanta this
year for Atlanta’s traditional Holiday Pops concert, which will be Saturday, December 18, and will include the Von
Trapp Family singers of “Sound of music” fame. The Ritz Calton Buckhead ) usually at least $249 for a double) has
agreed to $170 per room, plus 14% tax, so $97 per person, double occupancy.

One bus will go from the Ritz after dinner and the other will go from the Ritz about 5:30 PM and drop off
and pick up at an intersection which has a choice of three good restaurants. Details regarding restaurants and their
phone numbers will be sent in late November by e-mail to those who have signed up. The buses will leave Atlanta
about 3:00PM Sunday and stop for an hour at the incredible DeKalb Farmer's Market on the way home Sunday
afternoon. Two buses are reserved, for a maximum of 104 people.

JACKSONVILLE: There are two excellent programs in Jacksonville this year. Jacksonville likes having the group
come from Savannah so much that they are paying for advertising this year, meaning the bus will fill up faster. We
have the group discount, but these are orchestra seats that are normally $55 per seat.

On Saturday, November 6, Jacksonville will perform three excerpts from Wagner's Die Meistersinger, followed by
Beethoven’s Symphony No. 9, the “choral,” including the magnificent “Ode to Joy.” This concert including the bus
and drinks on the bus is $75 per person. There are 52 seats available. The bus will leave from behind the Baptist
Church at The Village on Skidaway Island at 2:30 PM sharp and return to Savannah shortly after midnight.

On Saturday, January 29, Jacksonville will be performing Strauss’ Burlesque for Piano, Liszt's Piano Concerto No. 2
and Brahms’ Symphony No. 4. Pianist is Arnaldo Cohen. | have blocked 52 orchestra seats and one bus. This
concert including bus, ticket, and wine, beer and soft drinks in both directions will be $79 per person.
