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Born in Stevens Point, Wisconsin, John earned a Bachelor of Science degree in Art Education at the University of Wisconsin – 
Stevens Point.  He earned an MFA in Combined Media in painting, sculpture, and ceramics from the University of Arizona, Tucson, 
Arizona.  Currently he is a professor of sculpture and ceramics at Armstrong Atlantic State University in Savannah, Georgia.  He is 
past director and founder of the Advisement Center and the past campus coordinator of the program titled ASC 101:  Strategies for 
Success. 
 
He has received numerous awards.  Among them:  Armstrong Atlantic University award for scholarly activity, 1999; the Georgia Art 
Educations Association’s Youth Art Month Artist: 1998; was selected by the National Council for the Education of the Ceramic Arts 
to represent the southern United States in NCECA’s Emerging Talent Program – New Orleans 1994; and selected to travel, speak, 
and exhibit art work in the Republic of Georgia, 1994.  Also awarded: The Dean H. Propst Award (this award is annually presented 
to the outstanding faculty member at Armstrong Atlantic State University); the Kristina Brockmeier Award (awarded annually to a 
young faculty member of excellence in teaching and scholarly activity).  This award was presented jointly to John and his wife Linda, 
Professor of Photography.  In addition, awarded a fellowship for sculpture by the National Endowment for the Arts in association 
with the Southern Arts Foundation; selected by the Latin American Cultural Foundation to exhibit in and travel to South America; 
Honored Artist – Savannah Arts Commission; Outstanding graduate Teaching Assistant of the Year Award and the Gregson Award, 
awarded annually to the outstanding graduate student for artistic achievement – both at the University of Arizona.  John has done 
public commissions such as the life size sculpture done for the city of Richmond Hill and the five sculptures of the presidents of 
Armstrong, commissioned by Armstrong Atlantic State University.  He has had many one and two person exhibitions; his work is 
avidly collected and has received many awards and honors. 
 
He is married to artist and photography professor at Armstrong Atlantic State University, Linda Gibson Jensen, and they have two 
children.

AN ARTIST OPPORTUNITY—A NATIONAL TREASURE, OSSABAW ISLAND: 
The Ossabaw Island Foundation’s plan is to establish Ossabaw as a Conservation Station and to enhance the Heritage Preserve so 
that it can benefit teachers and learners of all ages.  The Ossabaw Island Foundation hosts a single annual fund-raising event in 
October – a Pig Roast and Silent Art Auction.  Last year $50,000 was raised. 
 
The Foundation hopes members of The Landings Art Association will accept their warmest invitations to participate in their 2004 Pig 
Roast and Art Auction. 
 
This is an opportunity to photograph, draw or do plein air painting on Ossabaw Island:  Wildlife, Flora & Fauna, Marshes, Beaches, 
Architecture-- the main house; three tabby buildings, tree houses built by architects participating in a grant; and slave quarters. 
 
You may spend all day or night:  The Club House has a kitchen and guests must provide their own food and drink.  Overnight 
sleeping is in the restored Club House which has 20 beds with three bathrooms with showers.  All bedrooms are furnished with bunk 
beds and have window air conditioners.  One bedroom with two twin beds is on the main floor; the living room is cooled somewhat 
by leaving the door to this bedroom open. 
 
Transportation:  Beginning with the opening of public school in August, artists may travel to the island via the “school boat” which 
leaves from Burnside (6-7 passengers at a time); you may use your own boat—perhaps some of our members have a boat that they 
would be willing to use for a group. You may arrange a charter with Captain Joe Dobbs who charges about $150 per round-trip up to 
6-7 passengers, or other charter venues. 
 
In return for this excellent opportunity, artists are expected to donate one complete piece of artwork (sculpture, carving, pottery, 
framed painting, etc.) to the silent auction. 
When the work is submitted, the artist receives one ticket to the Pig Roast and Silent Art Auction:

TREASURER’S REPORT—Charles Bourland 
Because a report by the treasurer would generally be non-productive at our monthly meeting of the membership, it is felt an 
occasional update by newsletter would be appropriate. 
 
The LAA is a not-for-profit organization which is exempt from federal income tax under section 501 (c) (4) of the Internal Revenue 
Code. 
 
A 501 (c) (4) is a Social Welfare organization with three major characteristics:  we are not taxed on our profits, if any; we are allowed 
to lobby for social causes; and because we are not an organization described in section 170 (c) of the Internal Revenue Code, 
donors may not deduct contributions made to it, including dues, admissions, artwork and the like. 
 
We are financially stable with approximately $31,000 in Net Worth.  These funds are in the Wachovia Bank and include a $12,000 
CD.  We pay our bills in a timely manner and monitor our expenditures closely. 
 
Over the last 5 years, including this partial year, we have averaged income of $19,000, expenses of $15,600 for an average profit of 
$3,400.
