Mark Goodson Streeter, with the
signature MStreeter, creates six cartoons
a week as the Editorial Cartoonist for the
Savannah morning News in his
hometown of Savannah, Georgia. He is
a third-generation newspaperman who
began his own career with the Savannah
papers in 1974. His experience has
included stints in the Engraving, Camera,
Composing, Art and Editorial
departments.

Streeter is a graduate of the Savannah
College of Art and Design with a BFA in
lllustration and is a member of the
Association of American  Editorial
Cartoonists and the National Cartoonists
Society. His work has appeared in The
New York Times, USA TODAY and since
1992 has been featured each year in
Charles Brooks’ Best Editorial Cartoons
of the Year series. His cartoons also
appear in Cagle’s 2005 and 2006
editions of “The Best Political Cartoons of
the Year.”

Streeter won the Georgia Press
Association’s top award for newspaper
illustration in 1995 and second place for
editorial cartoons in 2005 and 2006.His
work can be viewed at
savannahnow.com, politicalcartoons.com
and editorialcartoonists.com. A 312
page collection of Mstreeter editorial
cartoons — “Direct Hits and Cheap shots:
It's all a Matter of Perspective” —was
published in 1997.

ARTIST OF THE MONTH

The Plantation Gallery in October
features an artist who likes to “work
outside the box” and to “mix it up”!
Grace Rohland’s work exemplifies
her rich and extensive personal and
artistic background. She works as a
printmaker and a painter. Her mixed
media monotypes, which are a
printer's way of painting, challenge
the viewer with organic forms and
non-traditional shapes. Mediums are
layered on paper with multi sheet
constructions  which  allow her
freedom of expression and rich color
contrasts.

Weeping Oak depicts a biblical story
which she will elaborate on at her
opening reception. The tree here
isn’'t “just” a tree.

Trilogy views the ground below, at
and above eye level. An almost
hidden tree frog lurks in the textures.

We are encouraged to think beyond
what we see. Images that express
thoughts, moods and impressions
about life, nature and man’'s
interaction with the environment are
the focus of Grace Rohland'’s art.

Grace grew up in Easton, PA. As a
child, colors and textures were
always a fascination. Her marriage to
a career military officer allowed her
to live, work and study in many parts
of the world as she raised four
daughters. While living in Rome ltaly,
Grace  studied painting and
printmaking at the Academia delle
belle Arti and Tyler School of Art.
Returning to the USA she continued
her studies at the University of Utah.
She and her husband moved to the
Landings in 1987. Until four years
ago, when she returned to art full
time, Grace worked at Memorial
Health and Gulfstream in education
planning, quality improvement and
leadership training.

Grace has been active as an
instructor, grant writer and curriculum
developer for the Savannah Art
Association’s education program.
She is a member of the Landings Art
Association and a docent at the
Telfair Museum. Grace’s work can
be seen at Gallery 11 and The
Gallery in City Market, Savannah
and The Washington Printmaker's
Gallery in Washington DC. Her
website is: www.gracerohland.com.

“l come from PA and one of my
earliest recollections is learning the
names of colors by looking at large

balls of yarn which were hung in the
front of a pre kindergarten school run
by nuns. Art has always been a part
of my life and | had my first ‘official’
lesson at ten. | was always
fascinated by the embossing and
patterns on paper napkins and my
mother used to give me a pack of my
very own to color. Maybe my
fascination with printmaking
processes like etchings, embossing
and woodcuts stem from this!”

“l work as a printmaker and a
painter. | like texture and enjoy
mixing media.

The mediums, paper and techniques
| choose depend on the subject,
image or concept that | am trying to
capture. Monoprints and monotypes
are fun because they allow me
freedom of expression and result in
rich color contrasts.

“In 2002 | left education and
leadership training in the corporate
world and now pursue art full time.
Since then | have met and become
friends with many wonderful artists in
our community. | have learned so
much about Savannah’s art and
culture through my membership in
the Landings Art Association, as a
docent at the Telfair, and especially
my work as an instructor, grant writer
and curriculum developer for the
Savannah Art Association’s
education program.”
