ARTISTS OF THE MONTH

The Landings Art Association is pleased
to present Bob Harman and Bill Jessup
as our featured September artists. Both
men have been involved in design and
construction all their lives and dabbled
in watercolor while pursuing their
careers. In their retirement years, it has

become a satisfying medium to funnel
their creativity. Their previous expertise

and training is exemplified in their
artwork.
Bob Harman graduated from the

University of Georgia where he studied
painting under Lamar Dodd. He served
in the Air Force during WWII on B-29's.
Along with flying, Bob developed a love
for boating, downhill skiing, tennis and
golf. For over fifty years, Bob ran a
successful business designing and
constructing commercial and industrial
buildings. Among other civic projects, as
Chairman Emeritus of the Savannh
Airport Commission he helped with the
planning and design of the Savannah /
Hilton Head International Airport. He
and his wife, Joanne, have been
residents of the Landings since 2000.

Bob has studied with a number of local
instructors and travels to St. Simon’s
each year to take workshops with Tony
Couch. He and his wife have traveled
widely and Bob is frequently found
“doodling” his whimsical paintings in far
away places on available scraps of
paper! There is a sense of humor
evident in his work and in his caricatures
of humans. Local venues have attracted
him also, as shown in this pen, ink and
watercolor of the Cotton Exchange built
in Savannah in 1886.

Bill Jessup was born and raised in
Monroe, NY. His original dream was to
become a professional baseball player.
An accident to his left hand ended that
hope and Bill became an architect, after
graduating from the University of Illinois
and serving in the 101* Airborne. In
college, he studied with Edward Betts,
recently featured in Watercolor magic,
Oct. 2005.

In 1997, Bill retired to the Landings with
his wife, Susie. His watercolors have
captured the lagoons, marinas, club
houses and golf courses of the
Landings. One commissioned piece for
a golf friend even depicted the water
splashes of his errant balls approaching
the 12 green of Marshwood! Shown
here is Delegal Marina, one of his
favorite  topics. Mary Whyte, a
Charleston artist with whom he took a
workshop, is a strong influence. Bill is
an avid golfer, tennis player and
collector of logo golf balls (over 3500 to

date). He is also a member of the
Architectural Review committee and is
presently serving on the newly formed
Fitness Center Renovation Committee.
Rumor has it that he is developing a
new artistic style!

The Opening Reception for Bob and Bill
will take place at the Plantation Gallery
on Friday, September 15, from 5-6 PM.
The LAA will provide a cheese and fruit
plate and there will be a member bar.
Come meet these two accomplished
individuals and enjoy their art!

Gate passes can be called in if
necessary. Artists are signed in and
their work is displayed and numbered.
A list of the works, artists, telephone
numbers and prices is prepared as well
as a sign describing the show.

Note: Information about your work
MUST include your name, title of work,
media and price (if for sale) or NFS (not
for sale). Remember that ONE work
may be submitted and only if room
permits may an additional piece be
hung. Size should be limited to 30" per
side; larger pieces will be hung at the
discretion of the display committee.
Also, no “saw-tooth” hangers can be
used and all wiring must be able to hang
from the hooks available. If you are not
familiar with the size and shape of these
hooks, please take a few minutes to go
by the club and look. Our volunteers
should not be asked to rewire your
frames. PLEASE DO NOT REMOVE
ANY ITEMS FROM THE WALL DUE
TO SALE OR ANY OTHER REASON
DURING THE MONTH until it is time to
bring down the entire show.
