Marcus Kenney is a native of 
Cooter’s Point, Louisiana  and 
moved to Savannah in 1995 to 
pursue an M.F.A. in photography 
from SCAD.  Following the 
completion of his degree, he 
began producing his signature 
mixed-media pieces composed 
largely of found materials. 
 
Kenney collects castoff objects—
old photographs, magazines and 
newspapers, wallpaper, even 
segments of crumbling wall—
which he then assembles into 
compelling, skillfully constructed 
works of art.  Through the very 
nature of the material utilized, 
Kenney’s work raises issues of 
loss reclamation, and memory. 
 
Working within the tradition of 
collage and assemblage, he 
produces objects ranging in mood 
from sentimental to satirical, 
placid to provocative. 
 
Despite the innocent, childish 
characters that populate many of 
his pieces, Kenney’s art addresses 
weighty topics.  Lessons on 
consumerism, environmentalism 
and mortality, among others, are 
evident in his works. 
 

Kenney’s immediate surroundings 
have inspired him to a degree.  
Savannah—its history, its people 
and its blend of polish and decay 
has provided much of the raw 
material for the artist’s work.   
Yet despite the local origin of his 
work, in recent year, Kenney has 
attracted national recognition. 
 
In addition to his show at the 
Jepson Center for the Arts  
“Marcus Kenney:  Topics in 
American History”   Kenney’s 
work has been shown in venues 
ranging from the Marcia Wood 
Gallery in Atlanta to Miami 
Beach, New York City and 
Boston.

Angela Coonce was raised on a 
working farm in Missouri.  Her 
paintings reflects her love of 
nature, space, composition, and 

bold colors that are a part of her 
background. She did not 
immediately focus on a career in 
art. She studied 
education/accounting and 
graduated from Catherine 
Spalding University in Louisville, 
Kentucky. She married her 
childhood sweetheart, Bill, while 
attending college. They celebrated 
their 39th anniversary in July. 
After teaching in Louisville, she 
and Bill moved to Arlington, 
Virginia where she worked as a 
negotiator and Contracting 
Officer for the Department of 
Defense. Retiring in 2001, the 
Coonces moved to Savannah and 
spent four years renovating an 
1854 townhouse in the Historic 
District. She now has time to 
pursue her dream of painting. To 
that end, she has taken numerous 
courses, attended seminars, and 
teaches. Angela works primarily 
in oil and water color. Shown 
here is “Marti’s House,” on Jones 
Street in Savannah. 
 
Joyce Weinzettel’s experience 
was similar. Although she 
enjoyed drawing all of her life, 
she did not begin studying art 
until the early 90’s when she 
began taking classes at the 

Atlanta College of Art 
(consolidated with SCAD in 
2006). There, she studied portrait 
painting. At Callanwolde Fine 
Arts Center in Atlanta, she 
studied painting, pottery and 
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sculpture. In 1999, she retired 
from Emory University as Senior 
Business manager in the 
Department of Surgery, School of 
Medicine and, in 2001, returned 
to her native Savannah. She has 
taken workshops in watercolor 
and theory and has worked in  
acrylics, pastels and oils. One of 
her paintings, Scarlet Lilies, is 
being used  as the logo for the 
Savannah Botanical Gardens 
letterheads. Her “Pair of Parrots” 
hangs in the Orthopedic Center of 
St. Joseph’s Hospital. The “Cock 
'of the Walk”, shown here, is 
watercolor on prepared canvas, a 
difficult medium since each 
brushstroke tends to lift the 
previous stroke. After this 
painting, she returned to acrylics! 
Her work is displayed at Gallery

Liz Wolff is a 1967 graduate of 
the University of Georgia with a 
BS in Art Education. She is 
married to Ron, a peanut broker 
and a part time frame assembler 
for her paintings. They have been 
married for thirty eight years and 
have two grown daughters. 
Raising her daughters and 
volunteering left little time for 
artwork, which she can now 
pursue. Liz has worked in many 
media but enjoys acrylic the most. 
About five years ago, she returned 
to her art classes and enjoys the 
camaraderie of other artists.  She 
uses both palette knife and brush, 
sometimes in the same painting. 
Light and atmospheric effects are 
her focal point. Her 
impressionistic style is meant to 
capture moments in time.
