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No one will ever forget 
September 11, 2001.  But, it is 
natural with time, for the pages of 
our memories to turn sepia and 
dim.  As a New Yorker and a 
photographer, Margaret wanted to 
be sure we never forgot, hence 
this presentation entitled "Lest We 
Forget". 
  
Margaret Brennan was born and 
raised in Manhattan.  She shot 
many images around the World 
Trade Towers, so 9/11 remains 
vivid in her heart. 
  
The first entries in "Lest We 
Forget" were taken in April 2001 
from the top floor of the South 
Tower of the World Trade 
Center.  Little did she know that it 
would be the last time she would 
ever be able to shoot the vast and 

dense panoroma of New York 
City's life from so high. Six 
months later, we witnessed one of 
the horrors of our lives.�
�
While the nation grieved during 
the following weeks, many 
people, including Margaret, found 
their way to the Wall Street area.  
Among the photos in her journal 
are those of "the wailing fence of 
St. Paul's Chapel."  Lore has it 
that George Washington prayed 
there, and in modern times, the 
titans and risk-takers of Wall 
Street went to this Church.  On 
the fence, mourners hung flowers, 
trinkets, messages and assorted 
memorials.  Families searching 
for loved ones attached posters�
asking "Have you seen my son, 
my daughter, father or mother...?" 
  
Margaret also photographed some 
of the artwork created by the 
children in the New York area 
following 9/11.              These 
photographs are some of the most 
moving images in her journal.     
  
It is now six years later.  A 
resurrection of memory and 
commerce takes place where the 
Twin Towers stood.  The photos 
in this section are an up-to-date 
look at the site as photographed 
by Margaret during the summer 
of 2007.  The photographic 
journal ends with images of the 
future:  what is planned for the 
entire site, showing plans of the to 
be famous The Freedom Tower, 
that will reach "1776" feet into 
the sky. "Lest We Forget" is not 
meant to be maudlin---moving, 
yes.  It is a journey of the heart.

Lenell Dufour is a Louisiana 
native who has found home on the 
banks of the Romerly Marsh with 
her husband Steve and their little 
dog Winky. The essence of the 
island’s beauty is captured in her 
photographic style. Among the 
thousands of images her camera 
brings to life, nearly all have been 
taken within 300 yards of her 
backdoor at Marshwood 13. The 
constantly changing vista of the 
marshes create a wondrous palette 
for her photography.  
 
Lenell is a self-taught artist. Her 
motivation was the beauty she 
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found everywhere around her. Her 
mother, a talented watercolorist, 
gave Lenell a large library of 
photography books so she could 
add skill to her natural ability to 
“see the picture.” She bought her 
a professional camera, and Lenell 
was on her way! 
 
Through her online store, Lenell 
has sold photographs to customers 
across the United States. She has 
displayed  photos at local venues 
including Monkey Love Desserts 
and The Blue Sky Café on Tybee 
Island. One of her photos won a 
ribbon. The Association included 
20 of her works throughout the 
2007 directory. She also had her 
photo of Marshwood 12 selected 
for the Landings Audubon 
calendar this year. Lenell’s work 
has recently been featured in the 
advertising campaign of The 
Landings Company, with one of 
her photos selected as the cover 
for the new promotional brochure 
that is distributed as part of the 
national campaign.
